CASA HOGAR, PERU

Lima, Peru is the place where Casa Hogar, our
Diocesan orphanage is located. Throughout the year,
the students of St. Patrick School, and parishes and
schools across the Diocese do what they can to help
and support the children of Casa Hogar.

Over the past weeks, the coast of Peru has
experienced devastating flash floods and mudslides.
Heavy rains in the mountains have led to swelling
rivers that are breaking out of the natural course of
the river and overflowing into streets and cities.
These rivers have picked up speeds resulting in rocks,
mud, and crushing debris destroying everything in its
path. Bridges have fallen into the swelled rivers, roads
have been closed, and schools have been closed.
Water has been cut off in huge areas of Lima and food
and bottled drinking water prices have skyrocketed as
a scarcity for supplies begins.

The rain will continue for two to three more weeks,
so the danger is not over. Thankfully, Casa Hogar and
all the children are safe, but they are asking for help
for those that can give it.
